 Name of the student  

 Program in which the student wants to be

 Level of studies (undergraduate, postgraduate 
(master or doctorate degree) 

 Length of mobility (Fall, Winter, Fall and 
Winter)

 Study plan (to be updated); 
 A letter of intent in French;  

 An official copy of the academic transcript; 

 The list of courses for which the student is 
currently registered at home institution;  

 For students whose French is not the first 
language, a French language proficiency 
certificate must be provided; 

 A letter of recommendation from the home 
university’s (Academic Head, Advisor or other 
appropriate authority);  

 An official copy of a single official document 
listing the name of the student as well as the 
names of the parents (e.g. birth certificate or 
family record book) 

 Applicants for Architecture, Industrial Design or 
Interior Design programs must also send a 
portfolio.

Université de Montréal is a French taught institution 
and all classes are held in French. A B2 level (from 
the Common European framework) delivered by an 
accredited institution (home university’s Department  
of Languages, French Alliance, School of 
Languages, etc.) is strongly recommended.  
Some departments may require a higher level.
